Why is the University of Alaska Anchorage Justice Center doing this research?

The Alaska Department of Public Safety has been awarded a Federal Bureau of Justice Assistance grant
to partner with the University of Alaska Anchorage Justice Center to research their practices related to
sexual assault investigation, prosecution, and victim-survivor engagement and support. This grant is one
of many sexual assault Kit initiatives across the country. The research priority is to understand what the
processes look like from different perspectives and whether those processes meet expectations of justice.

What does participation look like?

If you participate, you will be interviewed either in-person or via phone (your choice) by Dr. Ingrid
Johnson. No one else will be in the room or part of the interview unless you require an interpreter.

What kind of questions will be asked?

You will be asked to share about the assault you experienced, the different people you interacted with
after you reported the assault, and whether you believe that justice was done in your case.

How long will the interview take?

The interview should last about 1 to 2 hours. Some interviews may end faster or take longer, depending
on how much you are willing to share. You are free to end the interview at any point.

Will | be paid for this?

Yes, participation in the interview (not the screening process to determine whether you can participate)
means you will receive either a $45 Amazon or Visa gift card.

Will the interview be recorded?

Yes, we will record the interview using a digital recorder to ensure that we accurately reflect your
perspective and so that we can better examine everyone’s experiences.

How will you protect my privacy?

Interviews will be conducted in private spaces with only you and the interviewer in the room (unless an
interpreter is needed). Only the interviewer (Dr. Ingrid Johnson) and the research team (two research
technicians working for her and a paid transcriptionist) will have access to the interview recording and
typed version of the interview. Digital and hard copies will be kept on the researchers’ secured computers
and in locked cabinets in the researchers' locked offices. Once the recordings have been transcribed and
de-identified by the research team, the recordings will be destroyed. De-identified transcripts will be kept
until analyses are completed. We will not attach your name or any other identifiable information about
you to any of your responses, or to any reports or publications describing the results of this study.

Can | talk to someone other than a researcher about my experiences?

If you do not want to talk to the researcher but you want to talk to someone else, or if you do talk to the
researcher and want to talk more with someone else, there are several resources available to you.
